The Scottish Credit and
Qualifications Framework (SCQF)
is Scotland’s framework for lifelong
learning.

Currently, the SCQF contains all of
the standard Scottish qualifications,
but there are more than 600 other
learning programmes on the SCQF
which are owned by a range of
professional bodies, multi-national
and community learning and
development organisations such as:
e Public sector employers

e Private sector employers

e Third sector organisations

e \oluntary organisations

In order to be credit rated a
learning programme has to meet 4
criteria:

e Contain clear learning outcomes
e Be formally assessed

e Be quality assured
